 AGE GROUPS RULES

To compete in the Under 13 Age Group

Athletes must be born between1st Sept 1998 and 31st Aug 2000.  Age 11 or 12 years on 31 Aug 2011.

Under 13 athletes may compete in not more than 3 individual events and 1 relay on one day.

To compete in the Under 15 Age Group

Athletes must be born between 1st Sept 1996 and 31st Aug 1998.
Age 13 or 14 years on 31 Aug 2011. 

Under 15 athletes may compete in not more than 3 individual events and 1 relay on one day.

To compete in the Under 17 Age Group

Athletes must be born between 1st Sept 1994 and 31st Aug 1996.
Age 15 or 16 years on 31 Aug 2011.

Under 17 athletes may compete in not more than 3 individual events and 1 relay on one day

To compete in the Under 20 Age Group
Athletes must be born between 1st Jan 1992 and 31st Aug 1994.
Age 17 18 or 19 years on 31 Dec 2011
Under 20 athletes may compete in not more than 5 events including relays on one day
Masters Competitors

Masters in 5 year age groups.  Women 35+, Men 35+ on the day of competition. 
Medals for 1st, 2nd and 3rd in each event in all age groups except Masters.  In Masters age groups medal for winners only unless SW standard performance

TROPHIES FOR SENIOR ATHLETES 
IF THERE IS A TROPHY FOR AN INDIVIDUAL SENIOR EVENT, IT WILL BE AWARDED TO THE ATHLETE WITH THE OVERALL BEST PERFORMANCE BY AN UNDER20, SENIOR OR VET ATHLETE IN THAT EVENT.

DEVON COUNTY AA SELECTION POLICY

This policy applies to cross country, track and field, sports hall and race walking.

Selection criteria are as in UKA Handbook, including the points below.

All athletes are required to register to enter the County Championships in the applicable discipline.

If, for good reason, athletes are unable to compete in the applicable championship, performances in the following will be considered for selection purposes:-

1 Team managers may select athletes who have competed in the Devon, Regional or National AAA or Schools Championships in that season.

2 In the case of track and field, selection for the Southern Inter Counties (where only one athlete can be selected for each event) only athletes achieving AAA Standard grade 1 or 2 will be considered.

3 In the case of cross country the athletes placed first, second and third in the County Championships will be selected by right and the rest of the team will be selected according to the selection policy.
4
Athletes who join a Devon affiliated club after the main Devon County AA and Schools AA championships have taken place may be considered for selection on performances at a recognised meeting which have been notified to the DCAA statistician.

 Road Race team selection will be based on results of Championship Events and nominations received by team managers
PLEASE NOTE

Selections will be made on the information available.  It is up to individual athletes, clubs, and coaches to let the County team managers have details of athletes’ performances during the season.  Colin Petty is the County statistician email colin.martinshill@tiscali.co.uk. It is also useful to enter your results on the powerof10 and athletes.com web sites. The County Championships are used as the basis for selection.  However, winning an event in the County Championships does not guarantee selection for Devon matches.

TRAVEL

Athletes are expected to travel on the team bus.  Payment will be required with the return of your acceptance slip.  Cheques made payable to Devon County AA.  If you have any problem with paying in advance please speak to the appropriate team manager.  If you do not support the team bus, then it may be necessary to limit the number of County matches Devon teams take part in.

CONTACTING TEAM MANAGERS

Team managers are there for you, and wish to ensure you have every opportunity not only to progress but also to enjoy your athletics.  Any problems – please talk to your team manager.

If you phone a team manager and their answer phone is on, please leave a message stating either whether you are available or not and if you require information explain clearly what you want to know.

Do not phone any team manager after 10 p.m. unless it is an emergency (and these are very rare).
OTHER USEFUL INFORMATION

All County athletes who have been or are likely to be selected to represent the county are advised to have a current passport.  There are occasionally opportunities for selection (sometimes at short notice) for matches at venues that are best reached by air travel, sometimes.

County Kit – County vests can be purchased from Ironbridge Runner at a subsidised price on production of a County selection letter.  Other County kit can also be purchased from Ironbridge Runner.
